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Abstract

This study aims to evaluate the content of the Arabic language
book for the fourth stage of primary school in the light of
comprehensive quality standards.

To achieve the goal of the study, the researcher relied on the
descriptive analytical approach. The student also built a list containing
a set of standards, including the following areas: (book output, book
language, scientific content, educational objectives, evaluation and
methods). As the list of comprehensive quality standards consisted in
its final form of (104) standards in the aforementioned aspects.

The content of the Arabic language book for the fourth grade of
primary school was analyzed in light of the comprehensive quality
standards that must be observed in the good book, and the study
population was from the Arabic language book for the fourth grade of
primary school, edition (2017-2018) and it reached the following
results:

e Most of the areas that make up the textbook have met
comprehensive quality standards with an average degree, as the
language of the book ranked first with an arithmetic average of
(2.73) and a percentage (68.12%).Whereas, the field of
directing ranked second with an arithmetic average (2.62) and a
percentage of (65.61%), as this result suggests the availability
of quality standards in the field of producing the Arabic language

book for the fourth grade of primary school.



The content ranked third with a percentage (60.99%) and an
arithmetic average (2.4), where the availability of comprehensive

quality standards in this area is noted with a moderate degree.

The field of educational objectives ranked fourth with a
percentage of (60%) and an arithmetic average (2.46), as it is
noted from the results obtained in this area that it is provided

with a moderate degree.

The evaluation field is ranked fifth with a percentage (57.25%)
and an arithmetic average (2.29), which is a result that shows

that this field is provided with a moderate degree.

The lead area ranked sixth with a percentage of (34.38%) and

an arithmetic average (1.37), which is a weak score.
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
