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Abstract:

This research aims to show the extent to which the mathematics books for second
and third cycle of primary school respects the requirements of the pedagogical aspect of the
curriculum, which are the competency approach and the social constructivism.and we have
used the analytical descriptive approach to do this research. the book was evaluated through
application of an evaluation grid, which contains four dimensions and each dimension is
devised into a group of categories. as it was concluded the absence of problem situations
because most of the situations are simple that do not include an obstacle for the learner and
the same for the intégration situations, which are not complex and does not allow the
development of transversal skills. and we have observe a total absence for pedagogical
projects. as well as the absence of application of the principles of social constructivism in
designing situations.
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
