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Abstract

The current study examined the Relationship between attachment styles and
communication patterns, and their impact on marital satisfaction in light of some socio-
demographics variables. The study sample consisted of 160 husbands and wives, (106
males; 54 females) representing eight-Algerian states (Wilayas) (Boumerdes, Algiers,
Medea, Ain el-defla, Tizi Ouzou, Blida, Oued el-Souef, Bejaia). A Mean age of female
participants in research (M = 37.11 years), and mean age of male participants in research
(M=37.33 years). The average length of marital relationship in sample (M = 7.79 years),
the average number of children in sample (M = 1.86).

The tools of the study were three psychological measures: adolescent Attachment styles
(Collins, 1996); and CPQ-short Form (revised version by Christensen and Heavy); and the
marital satisfaction scale. In addition, researcher has prepared a socio-demographics
formulate.

The current study contained five sub-hypotheses. The fifth hypothesis contained
twelve partial-hypotheses. The study founded the following results:

1- There are statistically significant correlation between attachment styles (security
and anxiety), and communication patterns (mutual blame).

2- There are statistically significant differences in marital satisfaction due to
attachment styles (security).

3- There are no statistically significant differences in marital satisfaction due to
communication patterns (husband demand-wife withdraw / wife demand-husband
withdraw).

4- There are no statistically significant differences in marital satisfaction due to mutual
communication patterns (avoidance; discussion; expression of feelings; blame;
negotiation; positive interaction).

5- There are statistically significant differences, just in: marital satisfaction, and
communication patterns (husband demand-wife withdraw / wife demand-husband
withdraw), due to some socio-demographics variables (gender; age; number of
children; length of marital relationship; educational level; professional status ; Visit
of psychologist; physical assault and sexual harassment), and there are no
statistically significant differences in mutual communication patterns.

The study concluded with a general practical proposal regarding a need to expand
the research on communication patterns, especially the demands —withdrawals patterns
and the mutual communication, such as avoidance, discussion and others patterns... in
Algerian society.
