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Abstract

Evaluation study for the actuality of the school administration and
its impact on job performance of the administrative officials

(A field study on the primary, the intermediate and the secondary

schools —the public and the private- in Wilaya of Ghardaia)

This study aims to assess the actuality of the school administration in
wilaya of Ghardaia, Algeria; and its impact on the job performance of the
administrative officials in the three educational stages, the governmental
and the private schools, in order to define the impact of each of the
experience, the job title, and the type of the school (governmental or
private) on their grades.

The researcher has adopted the descriptive-analytical method by
implementing two tools: the survey and the open question interviews. The
survey was built in order to measure the two variables: 1) the independent:
that is the actuality of the school administration; it includes four areas: the
nature of work, the human relationship, the administrative communication,
and the information technology. 2) The dependant: That is the job
performance. The psychometric characteristics of the tool were verified, so
it was constituted in its final form on (88) paragraph, and the sample study
included (194) employees .

The study has concluded; concerning the independent variable; that:
1.  The actuality of the school administration as an independent variable
with its four areas appears as follows:

- The first domain; human relationship: The results showed that the

human relationships regarding administration school in Ghardaia

appear with a high level.



- The second domain; the nature of work: the results showed that the
nature of working regarding the school administration in Ghardaia
appears with a medium level.
- The third domain; The organizational communication: the
results showed that the organizational communication in
administration school in Ghardaia appears with a high level.
- The fourth domain; Information Technology: the results
showed that using the Information Technology in administration
school in Ghardaia appears with a medium level.
As for the dependent variable which is the job performance; the
results showed that the job performance of the employees labouring
in school administration in wilaya of Ghardaia has appeared with a
high level.
2- The results showed a significant relevant correlation at the level of
significance (o = 0.01) between the independent variable, which is the
actuality of school administration with its four areas (the nature of work,
the human relationship, the administrative communication, and Information
Technology) and the dependent variable, which is the job performance in
the two schools: the public and the private at the three educational stages in
Ghardaia.
3- The results showed that there are no differences in the evaluations of the
study sample related to the actuality of school administration (the nature of
work, the human relationship, the administrative communication, and
information technology) in the two schools: the public and the private; in
the three educational stages in Ghardaia; attributed to the variable of
experience.
4- The results showed statistically significant differences at the level of
significance (o = 0.01) in the evaluations of the study sample of the

actuality of school administration; attributed to the job title variable in the



evaluations of the study sample members related to the actuality of school
administration in the two schools: public and private; in the three
educational stages in Ghardaia. After performing the post-comparisons in a
“Scheffe” method, it was found differences in the averages between the
educational supervisor and the director, after checking the differences in
the “T” test, the results showed that the differences are in favour of the
director at the level of significance (a = 0.01).

5- The results showed that there are statistically significant differences at
the level of significance (a0 = 0.01) in the evaluations of the study sample
concerning the actuality of school administration (the human relationship,
the nature of work, the administrative communication, and information
technology) in the three educational stages in Ghardaia; due to the variable
of type of school , which is in favour of the private schools.

6- The results showed that there are no statistically significant differences
in the level of job performance in both schools: public and private; in the
three educational levels in Ghardaia attributed to the variable of years of
experience.

7- The results showed that there are no statistically significant differences
in the level of job performance in the public and the private schools in the
three educational stages in Ghardaia attributed to the variable of years of
experience

8- The results showed that there are no statistically significant differences
in the level of job performance in both schools: public and private; in the
three educational levels in Ghardaia attributed to the variable of the type of
the school.
