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GAL : Carl Brockelmann, Geschichte der arabischen Litteratur, ("History of 

Arabic Literature"), 5 volumes, Leiden E.J. Brill 1937-42.; it is in fact an 

encyclopedia of writers and writings throughout Arabic history. In principle, every 

book ever written in Arabic (before 1937) should be listed by Brockelmann. In 
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practice, most are, with short biographies of the authors. As EI, Brockelmann is an 

authority, a reference to which is often sufficient. Unfortunately, in addition to being 

in German, it has one of the most arcane reference systems known to man. If you 

know your way around Brockelmann, you are an accomplished scholar. (via Alan 

Godlas, University of Georgia (USA), and updated by B.R. von Schlegell, University 

of Pennsylvania (USA) Centre for Middle Eastern and Arabic Studies, University of  

Bergen, (Norway).
