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Abstrac

The study aimed to determine the educational dimensions of Quranic education in Zawaya
in Algeria by answering the main question concerning the extent to which Al-Zawiyyais
familiar with the role of educational education integrated in Algeria, and which is as
follows: What are the educational dimensions of Quranic education in Zawayain Algeria?
In order to achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher relied on the descriptive
approach. She constructed a questionnaire that included (72) questions (items) distributed
over (06) educational dimensions: (the dimension of faith, spiritual, worship, moral, social
and cognitive).

The study tool was applied to two samples that were deliberately chosen: the first
consisted of four hundred and eighteen students (418) students, while the second consisted
of teachers and sheikhs of Zawaya consisting of (200) teachers and sheikhs, divided into
thirteen (13) Zawiyas. The researcher used the statistical packages of social sciences
(SPSS) to empty and analyze data.

The results of the study indicate that the program of Quranic education in Zawaya in
Algeriaachieves the following:

- a dimension of faith because Islamic education binds the student in God - amighty -
through the practice of worship, and then strengthen the faith to build a faithful Muslim
personality.

- a spiritual dimension which is an important element of the composition of the Muslim
individual to achieve integrity and the development of piety, thus achieving a balance in
the life of the Muslim individual.

- adimension of worship because the program binds the Muslim individual with imposed
rituals, which have an educational connotations in strengthening and building the aspect of
worshiping that achieves the integrated Muslim personality.

- A mora dimension in view of ethics lead to strengthen the personality Islamic morality
in order to be agood citizen in his community.

- A socia dimension because |slamic education establishes the student on social and
|slamic controls.

- an ideological dimension because the current educational challenge is based on building
an educated Muslim generation capable of decoding of global changes governed by
technological development, which does not recognize the mediocrity and weakness.

- Zawayas in Algeria have an educational and integrated dimension because Islamic
education aims to build the personality of the Muslim student with an integrated building
combined between the religion and the world sciences.
