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Abstract:

Algeria's historic monuments attest to the diversity of its cultural heritage from the
Stone Ages to the present day. During field research and archaeological studies, many
archaeological sites were discovered, including those related to the ancient Christian period,
such as religious structures, funerary inscriptions and tombstones, which still bear witness to
the history of this region during the Roman occupation period.

The French researchers tried to negate the existence of the Algerian identity and nation
and reduce the ancient Christian history of Algeria by focusing their efforts on highlighting
the role of some religious figures, who supported the Romanian authority at the time, and
considered themselves the true heirs to them. However, the remains of the Christian martyrs,
who were cuddled by this land, show how resistant the indigenous people are to Rome's
colonial policy, and even their conversion to Christihas become a means of resistance against
Roman.
